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be a wise investment of tax dollars. ' i

Senator Obama would direct billions in a “zero to five plan” with emphasis on
early care and education for infants. Senator McCain would place parents at the
center of his’ education agenda insuring that the neediest of children would have
access to quality programs and emphasizing that parents should have a choice

where they educate their children. McCain supports school vouchers as well as
home schools and charter schools.

As stated in the opening sentence, there is a debate about early childhood
education. However, the debate should not be about the importance of the
learning potential of children. Rather, it should b e about what entity should
deliver those education experiences. The vast majority of parents have been
doing just fine without an intervention program. They do so, not

only because they love their children but because they are also aware of the
importance of those early years.
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
